The following attributes must be included in the poem.

1. The poem must consist of three lines.

2. The first line is 5 syllables long.

3. The second line is 7 syllables long.

4. The third line is 5 syllables long.

5. The entry must describe nature within the student’s first country or his/her perspective of nature in the United States.

6. Applicants will be judged on the content of the poem.

7. Ideas can include, but not limited to the weather, trees, plants, water, mountains, etc.
